The Northwest Section Disqualification Rehabilitation Policy

Policy and Remediation Actions - Two disqualifications by a competitor in a rolling 3 month period at NWS events will result in a suspension from competing in NWS events until the competitor passes another shooter safety check. Once the suspension is lifted, the competitor will be allowed to compete in NWS events. If the competitor is disqualified within a 3 month probation period, the competitor will be suspended from competing in NWS events for 3 months and must pass another safety check before the suspension is lifted. If the competitor incurs another disqualification within a 3 month probation period after passing the second safety check, the competitor will be permanently suspended from competing in NWS events. The competitor's disqualification record will be cleared once a competitor completes any probation period without a disqualification, and all remedial safety checks will include a completed corrective action form.
Responsibilities - Disqualification reports will be submitted to both the NWS Secretary and Training Officer within 3 business days of an event. The NWS Secretary will maintain a physical/digital archive of disqualifications reports. The NWS Training Officer will maintain a record of disqualifications and Remediation Actions and notify the Section Coordinator when a competitor requires remediation actions or has been cleared of suspensions. The NWS Coordinator will notify the competitor of remediation actions required and notify Match Directors when competitors are suspended or when a suspension has been lifted. All shooters requiring remediation safety checks must go through the Training Officer or someone appointed by the Training Officer.
